MATERNAL-INFANT HEALTH NEWS 
 
1) STUDY: SMALLER BABIES FACE SOCIOECONOMIC & HEALTH RISKS LATER IN LIFE 
A study funded by the National Institute on Aging and presented at the recent National Summit on 
America’s Children found that infants weighing less than 5.5 pounds had birth had “significant and 
lasting effects” on adult health and socioeconomic wellbeing. Analyzing more than 35 years of data on 
more than 12,000 Americans, the team found that being born under 5.5 pounds increased the risk of 
dropping out of high school by one-third, reduced annual earnings by almost 15 percent in adulthood and 
was associated with having increased health problems in their 30s and 40s. Compared to their normal 
birth weight siblings, the low birth weight children were 30 percent less likely to be in “excellent or very 
good” health during childhood, and they scored significantly lower on reading and math achievement 
tests. According to the authors, the poor economic status of parents at the time of pregnancy led to worse 
birth outcomes for their children, perpetuating a health and socioeconomic  
crisis in future generations.

2) MAXIMUM INFORMATION & RESPECT FOR INDIVIDUAL CHOICES ASSOCIATED WITH 
POSITIVE BIRTH EXPERIENCE 
A new article published in The Journal of Perinatal Education suggests that women who report positive 
birth experiences have caregivers who provide information, support and respect for individual choices 
during labor and delivery. The author found that women reported undermined self-confidence when 
distractions, negative messages and more interventions were present during labor and birth. Among the 
article’s conclusions: Maternity care providers need to understand a woman’s beliefs, strengths, past 
experiences and family history as a first step to providing appropriate support to women during childbirth.

MATERNAL-INFANT HEALTH NEWS 
 
1) NEW RESOURCE ADDRESSES REASONS FOR RISING C-SECTION RATE 
Childbirth Connections has developed a new page on its website addressing the causes for the increasing 
cesarean section rate in the United States. The page, which is available as a downloadable PDF handout 
for use by journalists, policymakers, students and others, dispels common myths about the c-section rates.

2) OWH TO HOST MINORITY WOMEN’S HEALTH SUMMIT

summit is “Women of Color: Addressing Disparities, Affirming Resilience, and Developing Strategies for 
Success.” It will focus on the often unrecognized threats to health experienced by minority women, 
building on knowledge gained in previous conferences and identifying distinct health issues 
disproportionately impacting women of color.

3) NEW REPORT ON THE MARKETING OF INFANT FORMULA 
The National Alliance for Breastfeeding Advocacy has announced a new report, “Still Selling Out 
Mothers and Babies: Marketing of Breast Milk Substitutes in the USA,” the US country report detailing 
results from the 2006 monitoring of commercial barriers to breastfeeding. The report details violations of 
the International Code of Marketing of Breast Milk Substitutes that have a negative influence on the 
initiation, exclusivity and continuation of breastfeeding. Heavily referenced, the document contains over 
300 citations and is intended for use by healthcare professionals, policy makers, program administrators, 
health agencies, professional organizations and others interested in promoting maternal and infant health.

4) AVAILABLE ONLINE: MATERIALS ON MATERNITY CARE COSTS 
Released to the public and policymakers at a Washington event last week was a new study from the 
Kaiser Family Foundation and the Georgetown University Health Policy Institute. The study finds that 
consumer-driven health plans require families to pay higher out-of-pocket costs for maternity care than 
traditional insurance plans. Co-author of the study Karen Pollitz notes that although consumer-driven 
health plans have lower monthly premiums, they generally are not as protective for those who file many 
claims, which is common during even a normal, low-risk pregnancy and birth. For the report and 
executive summary, as well as materials and a webcast from the briefing, go to 
http://www.kff.org/womenshealth/whp061207pkg.cfm.

5) FIRST-OF-ITS-KIND STUDY FINDS BIG HEALTHCARE DISPARITIES AMONG STATES 
A first-of-its-kind study from The Commonwealth Fund finds large disparities in the quality of healthcare 
in different states, with some states performing two to three times better than others. States with low-
quality rankings also tended to have high numbers of uninsured residents, and high levels of spending did 
not necessarily correlate with high quality of healthcare. The top five states overall were Hawaii, Iowa, 
New Hampshire, Vermont and Maine, and the lowest rated states were Nevada, Arkansas, Texas, 
Mississippi and Oklahoma. Commonwealth Fund President Karen Davis says the study reveals that 
“Where you live really matters in terms of your experience with the American healthcare system.” For 
more details and to download the complete report, go to 
http://www.commonwealthfund.org/publications/publications_show.htm?doc_id=494551.
